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Pearl Harbor

On December 7, 1941, 350
Japanese aircraft proceeded with their
pre-planned attack on Pearl Harbor.
The Japanese called the attack opera-
tion Z. It resulted in the United States'
entry into World War II. The attack was
intended as a preventive action in order
to keep the U.S. Pacific Fleet from in-
fluencing the war that the Empire of
Japan was planning in Southeast Asia,
against Britain and the Netherlands, as
well as the U.S. in the Philippines. The
attack consisted of two aerial attack
waves totaling 353aircraft, launched
from six Japanese aircraft carriers.

The attack sank four U.S.
Navy battleships (two of which were
raised and returned to service later in
the war) and damaged four more. The
Japanese also sank or damaged three
cruisers, three destroyers, and one
minelayer, destroyed 188 aircraft, and
caused personnel losses of 2,402 killed
and 1,282 wounded. The power station,
shipyard, maintenance, and fuel and
torpedo storage facilities, as well as the
submarine piers and headquarters build-
ing (also home of the intelligence sec-
tion) were not hit. Japanese losses were
minimal, with 29 aircraft and five
midget submarines lost, and 65 service-
men killed or wounded. One Japanese
sailor was captured.
